(Place of the Fallen Stones) Shortly
after 890AD, the site was abandoned
by the Mopan and Ketchi Maya. Dis-
covered in 1903, Lubaantun still re-
mains for the most part unexcavated
with mysteries still covered by the ex-
tended arms of the surrounding jungle.
